AIMS AND OBJECTIVES OF THE FRIENDS OF ARCHBISHOP’S PARK

1.
The objects of the Friends shall be for the public benefit:

a)
to secure the preservation, protection and improvement of the conservation area known as Archbishop’s Park (hereinafter called “the Park”) as place of historic landscaped open space, ecological interest, beauty and public recreation;

b)
to put forward to Lambeth Borough Council or such other body as shall be responsible for the running and maintenance of the Park such proposals as the Friends consider appropriate for ensuring the preservation, protection and improvement of the Park;

c)
to consider such plans and proposals as may, from time to time, be made by whatever body, which may directly or indirectly affect the Park and to make such recommendations to that body accordingly as the Friends consider appropriate so as to ensure the preservation and enhancement of the Park;

d)
to ensure that a balance is maintained between the use of the Park by interested persons and parties and the preservation of the Park as an open space always so long as the preservation and enhancement of the Park remains paramount.

2.
This is to be achieved by:


a)
the establishment of good working relations between the different groups and users having an interest in the Park both locally and more widely based;


b)
undertaking any such other social and recreational activities that will promote the above aims and doing all such other things as such shall further the attainment of the above objective;


c)
making donations to the responsible Authority for the Park of such things as the Committee may from time to time determine.


d)
raising funds and inviting and receiving contributions, subscriptions, covenants, donations or otherwise from any persons whatsoever providing that the Friends shall not undertake any permanent trading activities concerned solely with the raising of funds for the objectives declared in Clause 1.
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
